JAN AND KARIN HANEKOM – Our Captains 
 
Paarl Golf Club is making history …it has been confirmed that for the first 
time in the golfing history of South Africa, a married couple has been voted 
captains of the men’s and ladies’ section. Does something like this occur 
once in a century?  The fact that Paarl Golf Club has existed for a 100 years 
has nothing to do with the matter at all … or does it?  It does not matter, it 
happened in Paarl for the first time ever, and this event is as unique as Paarl 
Rock.  Where does this couple hail from and what are their interests apart 
from golf? 
 
Johannes Hendrik Hanekom was born in Wynberg in the Cape Peninsula in 
1958, the second child in a family of two. At school he excelled at rugby, 
tennis, swimming, athletics and cricket.  During weekends he played soccer 
and baseball at the local club.  In 1977 he started the B degree in Human 
Movement Sciences at the University of Stellenbosch.  It was also during this 
year that he met Karin for the first time. 
 
Karin grew up on the farm De Vleie, now De Zalze golf Estate where her 
grandfather, Donald du Toit, farmed on the neighboring farms of De Zalze, 
Blaauwklippen and Jamestown.  Her involvement in golf started at a tender 
age when her grandfather was one of the founders of the Stellenbosch Golf 
Club.  Karin was an outstanding athlete as well as hockey player at Bloemhof 
High School and she too was a student of Human Movement Sciences, or 
Jockel, as it was known then. 
 
In 1981, after the completion of their studies, they tied the knot in 
Stellenbosch.  They moved to Pretoria where Jan studied at the University of 
Pretoria to attain a degree in Town Planning.  After a hard day’s work, 
intensive participation in sport followed.  In 1986 they returned to Paarl 
where they carried on with their professions.  Three children were born to 
this couple.  In 1989 Jan established his practice called Jan Hanekom 
Partnership as it is still run today. 
 
In the course of 1990 Jan joined Paarl Golf Club and soon afterwards was 
involved in the development of the club facilities.  Insufficient capital to 
develop the facilities was one problem, but because of his insight and 
negotiations with both the golf club and Paarl Municipality, Boschenmeer 
became a reality.  Jan is a member of the Paarl league teams and has been 
playing league for the past ten years. 
 
Karin joined the golf club in 1995 and still finds fulfillment in all the activities 
of the club.  She is such an inspiration to her children   that all three of their 
children are now members of the club.  The eldest children are students at 
the University of Stellenbosch and the youngest child is a pupil at Gymnasium 
Primary School. 
 
When not playing golf, the Hanekom’s spend their time at Betty’s Bay or in 
the Kalahari.  Jan is a keen hunter and during the winter holidays the family 
spends their time at their farm in the Kalahari. 
 
“We are very excited about the two years ahead and we are looking 
forward to making the golf club a family-friendly area where all members, 
young, old, male, female, serious golfer or social golfer, can claim their 
rightful place,” Jan said.

Paarl gholfklub maak geskiedenis …. Nog geskiedenis….. die eerste keer in die 
geskiedenis van gholf in Suid –Afrika, sover ons kon bevestiging kry gebeur 
dit toe dat ‘n getroude paar die Kaptein en Kapteine van ‘n gholfklub word. 
Die feit dat Paarl Gholfklub reeds 100 jaar bestaan het niks hiermee uit te 
waai nie …. Of het dit? Gebeur so iets een keer per 100 jaar met ‘n gholfklub? 
Maak nie regtig saak nie dit het in die Paarl vir die eerste keer gebeur …… so 
uniek soos die Paarl Rots …… en alles wat daarmee saam gaan. Maar waar 
kom hierdie paar vandaan en hoe lyk hul lewe weg van die gholfverpligtinge? 
 
Johannes Hendrik Hanekom is in 1958 in die Kaapse Skiereiland te Wynberg 
gebore en was die jongste van twee kinders. Op skool het hy in rugby , tennis 
,swem, atletiek en krieket uitgeblink en naweke by die plaaslike klub sokker 
en bofbal gespeel. Hierdie sportmal leerling se eerste liefde het hom 

Stellenbosch Universiteit toe geneem waar hy in 1977 die BA. Graad in 

Menslike Bewegingskunde begin het. Dit was dan ook hier waar sy en Karin 
se paaie die eerste keer gekruis het. 
 
karin daarenteen het op die plaas De Vleie,nou DeZalza Gholflandgoed,  
groot geword waar haar oupa  , Donald Du Toit op die omliggende plase De 
Zalze en Blaauwklippen asook Jamestown geboer het. Haar betrokkenheid by 
gholf het reeds in hierdie jare  begin deurdat oupa  Donald baie betrokke was 
by die tot stigte bring van Stellenbosch Gholfklub.Karin ‘n kranige atleet en 
hokkie speler aan die Hoërskool Bloemhof het soos Jan ook die kursus in 
Menslike Bewegingskunde of Jokkel soos dit destyds bekend gestaan het 
gevolg. 
 
Na afloop van hul Universiteitsloopbane te Stellenbosch Universiteit is hul in 
1981 te Stellenbosch getroud en verhuis na Pretoria waar Jan by die 
Universiteit van Pretoria verder studeer het om die Graad in Stads- en 
Streekbeplanning te verwerf. Op daardie stadium het hul albei na afloop van 
hul dag se werksaamhede saans intensief aan sport deelgeneem .In 1986 
verhuis hul terug na die Paarl waar hul beide met hul onderskeie beroepe 
voortgaan.Uit die huwelik word drie kinders gebore wat later Karin se aandag 
verg en in 1989 begin Jan die praktyk wat vandag nog as Jan Hanekom 
Vennootskap bedryf word. 
 
Jan sluit in 1990 by die Paarlse Gholfklub aan en raak gou betrokke by die 
ontwikkeling van die klub se fasiliteite. Die tekort aan kapitaal om 
ontwikkeling van die gholfbaan uit te voer maak die planne in Jan wakker en 
aan die hand van sy insig en onderhandelinge met die Gholfklub en Paarlse 
Munisipaliteit word Boschenmeer ‘n werklikheid.Jan is ook ‘n gereelde lid 
van Paarl se liga spanne en speel reeds meer as 10 jaar liga. 
Karin sluit reeds in 1995 by die klub aan en leef haar uit in al die klub se 
bedrywighede. Haar betrokkenheid gee aanleiding  daartoe dat al drie die 
kinders ook by die klub aansluit en ywerige gholfspelers word.Tans studeer 
die oudste twee aan die Universiteit van Stellenbosch en die jongste is 
verbonde aan Laerskool Gimnasium. 
 
Wanneer die Hanekoms nie gholf speel nie bring hul graag tyd by Bettysbaai 
of in die Kalahari deur. Jan is ‘n ywerige jagter en tydens die wintermaande 
wanneer die Kaap nie die regte plek vir gholf is nie bring die gesin  tyd op hul 
plaas in die Kalahari deur. 
 
“Ons is geweldig opgewonde oor die volgende twee jaar wat voorlê en sien 
daarna uit om die gholfklub ‘n gesins vriendelike omgewing te maak waar 
al die lede oud , jonk , manlik of vroulik goeie golfer of sosiale gholfer … 
almal hul regmatige plek in die son kan beleef.”

A NOTE FROM OUR MANAGER 

 

A short note to inform you of what is going on at our Club which may effect you directly or indirectly: 

 A new water pump and pipeline will be installed from the Berg River (Hole no. 8) to increase pumping capacity to ensure enough water for the course, 
dams and gardens especially during the warm summer months.  

 Drainage systems on holes 12 & 15 will be installed before the winter months. 

 The new POS (Point of Sales) is up and running but we are still experiencing problems in the Pro Shop with bookings and registration. The purpose of the 
system is to have one card to fulfill all the golfers’ needs at PGC. (Security clearance and entering, registration, handicap, identification at all clubs in SA, 
etc.) The card will be used as a debit card and discount will be offered on certain purchases at PGC. Thank you for your patience.  Members must please 
collect there PGC card at reception.  

 We will also inform our members via this letter regarding financial issues. The Golfing industry in the Western and Southern Cape are under severe 
pressure because visitors’ rounds are down and members’ rounds are up. (Between 10 – 50 %) At PGC we are experiencing that our members do play 
more but our overseas rounds are down. We lost more than a 100 full members but on the positive side we got 84 full members as from August 2008. 
Currently new members do not have to pay an entrance fee and pro –rata subscriptions is in place as from the beginning of February 2009. Our green fee 
is still one of the lowest in the Western Cape and the Country. Management is under severe pressure to cut costs in all the departments but the 
expectancy levels of our members stay the same or are on the increase. A big thank you to all my staff for the effort they put in to reduce costs. We need 
more members to better our financial position and to sustain our facilities.   

 The course is in a good condition – especially the greens and we employed an extra six casual workers to help us with our dams, flowerbeds, trees, etc. 

 Management recognizes the cleaning and upkeep of our gardens.   

Lastly I want to encourage all members to make use of our facilities and invite new members to join the club. Problems (challenges) need to be sorted out in a so if 

you notice anything that needs attention, please contact management. Try to stay positive and try to keep negativity to yourself.  

Die tyd vlieg verby en graag wil ek net ‘n bietjie inligting aan ons lede deurgee om perspektief te gee wat aangaan by die Klub en verwikkelinge wat ons direk en 

indirek raak. 

 Ons beplan om ‘n nuwe pypleiding en pomp vanaf die Bergrivier (Putjie no. 8) te instaleer om te verseker dat ons genoegsame water vir die gholfbaan, 
damme en tuine het veral gedurende die warm somer maande..  

 Dreinering op putjies 12 & 15 sal voor die begin van die winter ingesit word.. 

 Die nuwe POS (Point of Sales) hardloop goed alhoewel ons nog  probleme in die Pro Shop ondervind met gholfregistrasie en besprekings. Die doel van die 
nuwe sisteem is dat ons een kaart sal hê wat  alle funksies vir ons lede sal vervul, nl. toegang by die hek, alle betalings by die Klub, gholfregistrasie, 
voorgee, registrasie en identifikasie by ander klubs in RSA, ens. Die kaart sal dien as ‘n debietkaart en u sal  geld op die kaart moet deponeer om voordeel 
daar uit te trek. Dankie vir u geduld. Daar is verskeie lede wat nog nie hulle nuwe kaarte by ontvangs kom afhaal het nie. 

 Ons sal ook via hierdie brief terugvoering aan ons lede gee oor hoe dit met die Klub finansieël gaan. Ek kan rapporteer dat meeste van die klubs in die Wes 
en Suid-Kaap se besoekers rondtes tussen 10% tot 50% af is. Ons ondervind dat by PGK ons lede meer speel maar dat ons besoeker rondtes aansienlik af is. 
Ons het omtrent 100 vol lede verloor maar die positiewe nuus is dat 84 vol lede vanaf Augustus 2008 tot nou aangesluit het. Tans betaal nuwe lede geen 
intreegeld nie en betaal pro-rata subskripsie tot die einde van ons finansiele jaar. PGK bied steeds die beste waarde vir geld in die Wes-Kaap en ek wil ons 
lede aanspoor om nuwe lede te kry sodat ons kan verseker dat ons fooie redelik bly. Ons baanfooie is nog steeds laer as enige soortgelyke klub in die land. 
Bestuur is onder groot druk om die begroting te laat klop en besparings by alle departemente is prioriteit. Dankie aan PGK span wat reeds groot besparings 
bewerkstellig het sonder om diens en kwaliteit in te boet. 

 Die baan vir die tyd van die jaar is in ‘n goeie toestand en ons het ses tydelike werkers aangestel om te help met ons damme, blombeddings, onkruid en 
bome.  

 Ons besef ons tuine het aandag nodig en  bestuur  gee aandag daaraan. 

Laastens wil ek u aanmoedig om asseblief gebruik te maak van ons fasiliteite en as u probleme ondervind,skakel met bestuur. My deur staan altyd oop vir

What is top dressing of greens ς John Peach explains: 
 

The practice may be divided into two parts: 
 

× Dusting – Light sand application 
× Top dressing – Medium to heavy  sand application 

Top dressing is vital because: 

V Controls thatch 
V Creates a smooth playing surface 
V Promotes recovery from injury and disease 
V Assists in the removal of Algae 

 
The selection of sand for top dressing is important as it 
becomes the medium in which roots grow and layering may 
develop if the incorrect sand is used.
